Soorty and Decode Join Forces To Unveil TwoTa Exclusively For Kingpins Show: A Contemporary Ode to Thayaht's Vision of Inclusive Fashion

[City, Date] – Soorty, a leading denim manufacturing powerhouse committed to responsible production at scale, proudly announces its collaboration with zero waste designer Decode to present TwoTa – a modern reinterpretation of the iconic jumpsuit Tuta, inspired by the visionary work of Italian futurist artist Ernesto Michahelles, famously known as Thayaht.

In 1920, amidst the winds of change sweeping across post-war Europe, Thayaht revolutionized the fashion landscape with his innovative, jumpsuit design with minimal fabric wastage, or as he coined it, the 'TuTa'. Rooted in necessity, creativity, and a spirit of inclusivity, Thayaht's jumpsuit transcended elitist fashion norms, embodying simplicity and accessibility for all. It was designed as a utopian garment for all people, for all situations, affordable, easy to sew and cut.  Its pattern was published with its cutting and sewing instructions in the newspaper, its simplicity and versatility were in contrast to the haute couture of the day, highlighting a social and political significance.

In a collaborative effort to outfit the Kingpins staff for the April 2024 edition, Soorty and Decode aimed to create uniforms with a zero-waste design approach. From fibers used to fabric selection, processes in production to pattern making and end production, meticulous attention was paid to minimize waste at every stage. Drawing inspiration from the iconic Tuta, they developed the TwoTa, a tribute to Thayaht's pioneering vision that is advancing responsible manufacturing practices for the modern era.

The TwoTa  embodies a fusion of heritage and innovation, marrying timeless design with contemporary sensibilities. It stands as a testament to Soorty and Decode's dedication to sustainability, inclusivity, and heritage. The TwoTa is made with SOORTY's best-selling authentic character denim fabric, Splash ZWW Classic Blue – a blend of SOCI and Second Life PCWTM: Soorty’s own grown, traceable and authenticated organic and recycled cotton.  Notably, the fabric also features Soorty’s unrivaled Zero Waste Water technology for dyeing and finishing, where water usage is reduced by an impressive 90%.

Decode's expertise in zero waste design further elevates TwoTa, with a carefully engineered pattern prevents fabric wastage. The result is a garment that champions responsibility at every stage of its creation.

As TwoTa is unveiled, all are invited to join in celebrating a new chapter in the story of the jumpsuit. A chapter defined by sustainability, inclusivity, and a reverence for the pioneering spirit that continues to inspire us all. Visitors are welcome to view the TwoTa at the upcoming Kingpins Amsterdam Show, where it will be worn by the staff.

Believing that sustainable denim needs to be manufactured at scale, Soorty is using its comprehensive vertically integrated infrastructure spanning Pakistan, Turkey and Bangladesh to do just that. The company offers LEED certified production in cost-leading countries Pakistan and Bangladesh, a co-creation development facility in the hub of denim innovation Turkey, and design centers in the denim fashion hubs of the world - New York and Amsterdam. It has developed a strong foothold in European and US markets, producing for high street as well as premium brands in these regions.
 
Soorty is the only company to have LEED Platinum and Cradle2Cradle Gold certification across both its denim fabric mill and garment factory, a testament to its commitment to the circular economy and mass sustainable production. 
 
Soorty uses its extensive factory floors as spaces for social change. Under its Prism Project, it has hired hearing impaired individuals in high-noise areas in its laundry, flipping disabilities into strengths. Its SEWS program uses a traveling street theater to sensitize male members of under-privileged households to the benefits of female employment, in order to bring a paradigm shift in women labor force participation in Pakistan.
 
Soorty Organic Cotton Initiative, SOCI, is Soorty’s recent venture into organic cotton farming.  Covering 1000 farmers, SOCI will not only build capacity for organic cotton, but also enhance livelihoods through financial inclusion, women vocational training and access to clean water. 
 
NASDA Green Energy limited is Soorty Group’s venture into wind power. Starting September 2021, this will produce 50 MW of renewable energy for evacuation through the national grid to unelectrified rural neighborhoods.
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
